The Riverhouse Barn was originally
constructed in the early 1900s, but
converted to a dance barn during
Prohibition.

We want to help you make your special day an
unforgettable one. Please call us to arrange a
visit to the Riverhouse (712-684-2697).

The Riverhouse Barn can accommodate 120 guests
and the adjacent shelterhouse can hold 75. In
case of inclement weather, please consider
renting a tent for larger groups.

Riverhouse Basement seating area is an additional
indoor meeting space. Seats 25-30.

Woodland Carriage House rental is required for
staging/dressing area (see pricing).

We recommend reserving Oakridge, a spacious and
private farmhouse that sleeps 13 or more.
Within close proximity to the Riverhouse.

Prior evening rehearsal reservations are strongly
encouraged, but not required.

Guest and party parking is available in the camp-
grounds, just across from the Riverhouse.

Resort will provide staff for set up, changes, helping
before and during event as requested (see pric-

ing).
